Resea rch and production

AtGRAINESVOLTZ, the focus is on research and production. We develop our varieties directly and carry out numerous production
programmes all over the world. These activities are controlled from France and the varieties are evaluated in our numerous
screening stations in Europe and internationally. GRAINES VOLTZ thus accompanies its products throughout their entire life
from cultivation to marketing.

THE SELECTION IS WIDE

GRAINES VOLTZ is heavily involved in numerous research programmes, in particular in research into the historical varieties
of HILD SAMEN at our research and testing station in southern Germany.

To this end, we invest considerable resources each year in materials and staff dedicated to experimentation, research and

innovation (greenhouses, polytunnels, cultivation rooms, laboratory equipment etc.).
@ Creation of new varieties

GRAINES VOLTZ is always open to new trends such as vertical farming or urban agriculture, but also to organic farming,

How to make your sowing and growing successful:

In order to get the sowing off to a good start, we recommend that you
plant the seeds at a maximum depth of 1to 2 cm and cover them with

substrate.

Under these conditions, germination takes place in 3 to 6 days at 25°C.

Be careful not to sow the seeds upside down!

Direct sowing in the open air can only be carried out if the soil
is sufficiently warmed up and there is no longer a risk of frost.

e Harvest each variety at the correct stage of
ripening: not too ripe, but not too early ei-
ther.

o If possible, cut the fruits with the pruning
shears and leave them in the field for a few
days to dry.

e Drying the fruit after harvesting is not abso-
lutely necessary, but significantly improves
the storage time.

For very large volumes, we
recommend storage in a heated building at
27/29°Cfor 10 to 15 days at a humidity of

Bitter gourds

In recent years, there have been frequent reports
about bitter, inedible pumpkins. Although these
cases are rare, we recommend that you cultivate
the edible squashes at least 500 metres away
from the ornamental pumpkins in order to limit
these cases.

Itis assumed that, when crossed by insects, ornamental
pumpkins make the pumpkins bitter. Some ornamen-
tal pumpkins contain the bitter substance cucurbitacin,
which can be transmitted by pollination. This makes these

squashes unsuitable for consumption.

Good shelf life

In accordance with current legislation, varieties marketed by Graines Voltz, derived from high-tech variety selection procedures, must
respect the integrity of the plant without affecting the cell level. To our knowledge, we do not sell genetically modified varieties.

DEFINITION OF TERMS DESCRIBING THE REACTION OF PLANTS TO PESTS AND ABIOTIC STRESSES

The FAO defines a pest as: any species, strain or biotype of plant, animal or pathogen harmful to plants or plant products. For this reason, the
term “pest” also applies to pathogens (microorganisms such as bacteria, viruses and fungi that can cause disease).

The relationship between a plant and a pest is very complex. The terms describing the reaction of a variety are determined by tests carried
out under controlled environmental conditions. Known biotypes, pathotypes, varieties or strains are characterised and determined for the
pests in question.

Itis known that, for all newly developed varieties, biotypes, pathotypes, varieties or strains of a pest, plant parts are infected that were not
affected by the original form of the pest.

In order to ensure consistency in the terms used to describe the reaction of a plant to a pest, the ISF (1) defined the following terms in the
following section:

Description of the reaction of plants to pests and pathogens
Susceptibility is the inability of a plant variety to limit the growth or development of a particular pest or pathogen.

Resistance is the ability of a plant variety to limit the growth and development of the pest or pathogen concerned and/or the damage caused
by it compared to susceptible plant varieties under comparable environmental conditions and comparable pest and pathogen pressure.

In resistant varieties, high pest and pathogen pressure can cause disease symptoms or damage to a certain extent.
Two degrees of resistance are defined:

High/Standard Resistance (HR): Plant varieties that greatly limit the growth and development of the pest or pathogen in question under
normal pest or pathogen pressure compared to susceptible varieties. However, these plant varieties may

display symptoms of infestation or damage to a certain extent under high pest or pathogen pressure.

Medium/Intermediate Resistance (IR): Plant varieties that limit the growth and development of the pest or pathogen in question but may
show more symptoms or damage than resistant varieties. Moderately/intermediately resistant varieties will still show less serious symptoms
or damage than susceptible plants grown under comparable environmental conditions and/or pest or pathogen pressure.

Unless otherwise described, the resistance of our plants is represented by codes. If a variety is resistant to several pathogens, the individual
resistance codes are separated by the symbol “/"or *,”

If a resistance code of a particular variety refers to certain strains to which that variety is supposed to be resistant, it does not claim resistance
to other strains of the same pathogen.

If a resistance code does not refer to strains of the pathogen against which resistance supposedly exists, it should be resistant only to certain
strains of that pathogen not specified further. This does not guarantee that this variety will not be infected by this pathogen.

Administration of waivers

Therulesforthe use of non-organic seeds are laid down in Article 45 of Regulation (EC) No. 889/2008 (2). For the administration of exemptions:
Each European country has set up a database which administers the categories:

- For Category I: Varieties cannot in principle be approved in accordance with Art. 45(5) of Regulation (EC) 889/2008 or General Authorisation
pursuant to Art. 45 (8) of Regulation (EC) No. 889/2008. Exemptions are seeds for research, small-scale field testing or variety conservation
purposes approved by the competent authority of the Member State, which may only be authorised by the competent authority.

- Category 2, normal list: Species or types of varieties for which there is a variety range but which is incomplete in terms of size or diversity. In
the case of the non-availability of the organic seed variety applied for, an application for an exemption may be made before sowing and, in
certain cases, justified.

- Category 3, list of general approvals: An exemption is granted automatically as no organic seed is available for these species.
(1) ISF: International Seed Federation. The newly listed abbreviations are from the document: “Code for resistance harmonisation”, created by the EUROPEAN SEED ASSOCIATION,
last updated in February 2022.

(2) The regulations for the administration of the availability of seed for organic farming are laid down in Commission Regulation (EC) No. 889/2008 of 5th September 2008, as
amended in Articles 45 and 48 to 56.

(3) The General Terms and Conditions shall be accepted by the Purchaser (hereinafter also referred to
as the “Customer”) when ordering and shall apply for the entire duration of the business relationship.
(4) The contractual partner shall be notified of changes to the General Terms and Conditions in an
ongoing business relationship in text form, and they shall be deemed to have been approved if the
contractual partner does not object in text form within six weeks of notification.

(5) Terms and conditions of the Customer deviating from the GTC and other agreements such as guar-
antees, modifications and ancillary agreements shall only be effective if the Vendor expressly agrees
to these terms and conditions or in text form. Count irmations by the Customer with
reference to his/her terms and conditions of business and purchase are hereby rejected.

2 Prices
(1) Should the cost of production and international exchange rates change and become more expensive
after the order has been placed and up until the day of delivery, the Vendor reserves the right to pass
on these increased costs to the Customer.

Any separate discount agreement shall not apply to freight, postage, insurance or shipping costs.

The agreed prices per quantity and item are only valid for the respective order.

(2) The minimum order value per order is € 5.00 net. If this is not reached due to a small order quantity,
the purchase price shall always be € 5.00 net regardless of the lower order quantity.

(3) Each order requires the express written acceptance by the Vendor (order

(2) Unless otherwise agreed, the invoices are due for payment immediately without any deduction.
Default occurs if payment is not made within 30 days of the due date and receipt of the invoice by
the Purchaser.

(3) In default, § 288 para. 2 BGB and § 288 para. 5 BGB shall apply. The right to assert a higher claim
for compensation caused by the default remains reserved.

(4) Purchasers who do not comply with the stipulated payment deadlines or who have already been
subject to enforcement proceedings will receive delivery after settling their account only against
advance payment when ordering amounting to at least 50% of the total price.

The Purchaser
shall be entitled to prove that the Vendor has suffered less damage than the agreed compensation
lump sum. The lump sum compensation is due for payment immediately upon receipt of the declaration

4 Delivery and delivery dates

(1) The specification of delivery deadlines and delivery dates is non-binding, unless they have been
expressly agreed as binding.

(2) The Purchaser must inform the Vendor in writing (§§ 126, 126b BGB) at the latest five working days
(Monday to Friday) before the delivery date, unsolicited, to which place the delivery is to take place
(“shipping instructions”). If the shipping instructions are not received in time by the Vendor, the Vendor
may withdraw from the contract and demand compensation instead of performance if he/she has set
the Buyer a grace period of at least three working days and has not received shipping instructions
within this grace period.

(5) If the Vendor faills to deliver on time, the Purchaser shall set him/her a grace period of at least three
working days for performance. If the Vendor does not deliver within this grace period or does not deliver
in accordance with the contract, the Purchaser may withdraw from the contract.

In the event that mutations (sports) are discovered
in the cultivation of protected or patented varieties, the grower shall be obliged to inform the plant variety
protection or patent holder or the licensee thereof. The grower may inspect and check the mutation him-
selffherself or through authorised third parties on the grower’s premises, as well as request cuttings of
this mutation (sport) on request. If the grower wishes to sell the right to the mutation variety di:

10 Warranty

(3) The warranty shall be void if the Purchaser or a third party has graduated, calibrated, wrapped,
prepared or otherwise treated the delivered goods.

(1) For the agreed quality of the seeds according to § 434 (1) Clause 1 of the German Civil Code, the
following shall exclusively apply:

1. The seeds are species- and variety-specific;

2. Seeds produced in Germany comply with the requirements laid down in Appendix 3 to the Regulation
on the marketing of seeds of agricultural species and vegetable seeds of 21st January 1986, as
amended; seeds produced in other countries comply with the requirements of the relevant European
Seed Directive.

(2) The varieties from which seed is supplied for sowing are — unless expressly agreed otherwise —
classically cultivated varieties which have been grown using traditional methods, i.e. without the use

or varieties, hitherto unknown diseases and announced tolerances - is excluded, to the extent that it
exceeds the amount of the order, including justified costs arising from the return of the goods.Insofar
as the above liability is excluded or limited, this also applies to the personal liability of employees,
workers, staff and vicarious agents.

15 Duty to mitigate damage

The Purchaser must take all reasonable measures that are suitable in order to reduce the damage. If
the damage could have been averted or reduced if the defect had been reported as soon as possible,
this must also be taken into account in the calculation of the compensation.

16 Retention of title, transfer of security

(1) All goods delivered by the Vendor to the Purchaser shall remain the property of the Vendor until all
claims arising from the business relationship with the Purchaser have been settled (reserved goods).
This shall also apply if individual or all of the claims of the Vendor have been included in a current
invoice and the balance has been established and accepted. This shall also apply to receivables from

(5) All claims of the Purchaser from a resale of the reserved goods shall be assigned to the Vendor at
the time of the conclusion of the contract to secure all claims of the Vendor from the business relation-
ship. The Purchaser shall be entitled to collect these claims for his/her account until the Vendor revokes
them. The authority of the Vendor to collect the claims himself/herself shall remain unaffected by this.

In particular, the
Purchaser may not use the seeds for the production of propagating material without the prior written
permission of the respective holder of the plant variety right, the granting of which is at the discretion of
the holder of the plant variety protection right.

Contrary provisions of the German Plant Variety Protection Act and the European Plant Variety

of genetic methods, from y parent In the
of these seeds, methods have been used to prevent the accidental presence of genetically modified
organisms (GMOs). Seed propagation is carried out in open fields under natural conditions with free
pollination. It is therefore not possible to completely exclude the accidental presence of GMOs or to
ensure that the seeds supplied are free of any traces of GMOs.

(3) Unless otherwise agreed, the following shall apply: The Vendor shall supply seeds for the

Protection Reg , in particular with regard to the so-called “Farmer’s privilege” for reproduction in
his/her own farm shall remain unaffected by this.

(1) Colour photos in the Vendor’s catalogues were taken under favourable growing conditions. The
photos are representations; identical results cannot be expected in natura and are not guaranteed.
Deviations of the natural product are normal and not a defect.

The colours, shades and vegetation cycles are quoted in a consistent and non-legally binding manner.
(2) The data on weight, dimensions and properties of the products and yields provided by the Vendor
is used for orientation purposes.

(3) The Vendor shall not assume any guarantee for the achievement of yields, as these depend on
external circumstances which cannot be influenced by the Vendor. Possible results not only depend on
the product and its quality but, as the Customer is aware, also on factors that are difficult or impossible
to evaluate or predict and which can vary greatly depending on the region, environment, soil and
weather conditions, growing and cultivation practices. Information from the Vendor on possible yields
should therefore be understood as purely indicative and non-binding; in particular, such information
cannot be interpreted as a harvest guarantee.

19 Force Majeure
(1) Insofar as force majeure concerns the Vendor or Purchaser, the party concerned shall not be in
default with regard to the obligation affected by force majeure, and its obligation to fulfil this obligation

of the parties doubts the results of the examination carried out by the seed inspection body called upon,
the partial sample remaining with that party shall be immediately sent for examination to another seed
inspection body not yet involved in the ion, to be ined by the seed certification body
responsible for the Purchaser under national law. The findings of the second seed testing body shall
be binding on both parties if they are consistent with the findings of the first seed testing body. If the
findings are not consistent, the remaining partial sample shall be sent for examination without delay
to another seed testing body not yet involved in the investigation, which in turn is designated by the
seed certification body responsible for the Purchaser under national law. The findings of the third seed
testing body shall be binding on both parties if they are consistent with one of the findings of the seed
testing bodies previously consulted. In the absence of such an agreement, the average value of the
three studies shall be considered as the result established.

(3) If there is no more seeds and the Vendor of the seeds does not immediately acknowledge a com-
plaint by the Purchaser, a survey of the growth by a suitable expert must be carried out without delay,
about which the Vendor and the Purchaser must be consulted. The expert shall be appointed by the
seed ition body under national law in whose area the inspection is to take place. The

by him/her or to license the mutation variety, the case of origin is subject to a right of first refusal or, in
the case of licensing, an option right.

6 Shipping / Crop boxes

(1) Unless otherwise agreed, the Vendor shall determine the manner in which goods are shipped.

(2) The risk shall pass to the Purchaser as soon as the consignment has been handed over to the
person carrying out the transport or has left the Vendor's warehouse for dispatch.

(3) Deliveries shall only be insured against transport damage, including frost damage and delays in
transport, at the express request of the Purchaser and at his/her expense. Damage in transit must be
determined immediately and certified by the carrier.

(4) Orders shall be delivered at the discretion of the Vendor in the packaging available at the time of
delivery. In the case of orders with agreed packaging made to measure, a surcharge must be paid by
the Purchaser for the additional costs of the customised packaging .

(5) The crop and transport trays in which seedlings are delivered are and shall remain the property of
the Vendor at all times. They may not be used by the Purchaser or by third parties without the prior
written consent of the Vendor. The Customer must store the boxes in a clean place, safe for the Vendor
and free of charge, and keep them available for collection by the Vendor, who shall arrange the return
In the event of damage or loss, the Purchaser shall be liable for flat-rate compensation of € 5.00 net
per crop and transport tray.

7 Treatment of seeds

(1) Seeds which are normally dressed or otherwise treated shall be supplied dressed or otherwise
treated, unless otherwise agreed

(2) If the Purchaser wishes to invoke a defect in the delivered goods after - the first or subsequent
- dressing or treatment carried out by him/her or on hisfher behalf, he/she must prove by means of
suitable evidence that the defect had already existed before the - first or subsequent - dressing or
treatment carried out by him/her or the third party.

8 Payment/Default on a payment

(1) The place of performance for payments is the registered office of the Vendor.
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objective of the expert's inspection is to establish the facts and to identify possible causes of the mate-
rial deficiency. This provision shall not apply if the seeds have been acquired for the purpose of resale.

14 Claims for defects and liability
(1) The Vendor shall only be obliged to pay compensation due to breach of duty in the event of
intent and gross negligence, unless the Vendor injures the life, body or health of the Purchaser or
an essential contractual obligation, the fulfilment of which is indispensable for the achievement of the
purpose of the contract.

(2) In the case of material defects for which the Vendor is liable, it shall, at its discretion, arrange for
rectification or a replacement delivery. Only if the rectification or replacement delivery has failed, the
Purchaser may reduce or withdraw from the contract and, if the Vendor is guilty of intent or gross
negligence, demand compensation instead of delivery. Clause 2 shall not apply if the existence of the
material defect constitutes a material breach of contractual obligations and the fulfilment of this contrac-
tual obligation is indispensable for the achievement of the purpose of the contract.

(3) Claims for defects and claims for breaches of duty which do not concern material defects or
defects of title shall become statute-barred one year after delivery of the seeds. § 438 Para. 3 BGB
shall remain unaffected.

(4) Claims for damages due to a negligent breach of essential contractual obligations are limited to the
foreseeable damage typical of the contract.

(5) As far as liability is excluded or limited, this shall also apply to any personal liability of the employees,
colleagues, representatives and vicarious agents of the Vendor.

(6) Except in the case of specific young shoots, complaints may only extend to the specific purity and
must be made within 15 days of the arrival of the goods; after expiry of the deadline, a complaint is
excluded, and the goods shall then be considered free of defects.

(7) In the case of young shoots, the goods may be admitted upon acceptance and complaints may
be notified to us within 48 hours. After expiry of the deadline, the goods sent shall be considered
free of defects.

(8) The liability of the Vendor for recognised or proven defects - in particular in matters of authenticity,
varietal purity, specific purity or germination capacity, conformity to resistance, resistance to stem cells
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shall be for the duration of the force majeure. However, this shall not apply
to the obligation of the party to make payments to the other party in accordance with the contract.
Force majeure may include, for example, and not exhaustively: warfare, strikes, effects of the climate
crisis, fire and accidents in all businesses involved in the production and distribution of products and
seedlings.

(2) In the event of failed harvests or underproduction at the Vendor's premise, which are based on force
majeure, the Vendor reserves the right to reduce the delivery quantities at its reasonable discretion. The
Purchaser shall not be entitied to compensation in the event of a reduction in the delivery quantities
in accordance with Clause 1.

21 Place of jurisdiction and place of performance

(1) Unless otherwise stated in the purchase contract or the order confirmation, the registered office of
the Vendor in Regensburg is the place of performance.

(2) For all legal disputes between the Purchaser and us, including in the context of a bill of exchange
and cheque process, the registered office of the Vendor in Regensburg is the place of jurisdiction if
the Purchaser is a trader, a legal entity under public law or a special fund under public law and no
exclusive place of jurisdiction is given. The Vendor shall also be entitled to bring an action at the
registered office of the Purchaser.

(3) The law of the Federal Republic of Germany shall apply exclusively to the contractual relations.

22 Severability clause

Should one or more provisions of these General Terms and Conditions be or become invalid or unen-
forceable, the validity of the remaining provisions shall not be affected by this. In place of the invalid or
unenforceable provision, the parties shall agree on an effective and enforceable provision that comes
closest to the economic interests of both parties. The same shall apply in the event that the General
Terms and Conditions have an unintended gap.
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
